
Bro Ddyfi Communities First Partnership and Machynlleth & District Local 
Community Forum aim to get local people involved in improving our 

area. We bring in funding and support from a range of sources, encourage 
new ways of dealing with problems, and involve everyone in working 
together to make Bro Ddyfi a better place to live and work. 

The Partnership and its working groups contain representatives of relevant 
organisations as well as individuals from Llanbrynmair, Glantwymyn, 
Cadfarch, and Machynlleth. Feel free to drop into our office or attend our 
meetings, which are held bilingually.
 We asked you:
 “What do you value about living in the Dyfi Valley? 
 What are the problems? and
 What can we do to improve things?”
 You said: 
 “Many of us have a good quality of life in a lovely environment, but some 
of this is under threat and some of us are missing out.”

Of the many improvements you suggested, you thought jobs, affordable 
housing and transport were the most important areas for action.

Your ambitions for all seven themes are built into the Action Plan, 
described later in this leaflet.  

Your concern for the Welsh language, childcare, the elderly and young people 
can be seen throughout.

C
ommunities First has already brought about many benefits, including 
community groups accessing well over £100,000 of funding through the 

Communities First Trust Fund.  This funding has been used for such things 
as minor improvements and surveys to Village Halls, a historical book on 
Llanbrynmair, improving the Machynlleth Rugby Club kitchen, musical 
and stage equipment, festivals and events, choir uniforms, computers and 
office equipment, training, digital and video cameras, and the purchase of 
a marquee that has enabled community events to be held in the village of 
Penegoes. 

As a Communities First area, we have also received funding for an 
Integrated Children’s Centre, Playground equipment, Bus shelters, CCTV 
cameras, and water dispensers for our schools.

  
Being one of only three Communities First areas in Powys is without 

doubt a contributing factor in attracting other funding programmes to the 
area.

 
The seven sections as seen overleaf summarise what the current Bro Ddyfi 

Action Plan says about the way forward.

Through its thematic groups, the Partnership is exploring which actions 
the community can get on with (perhaps through an existing voluntary group) 
and which ones we can expect to be funded or delivered by outside bodies. 
We will concentrate on those actions that benefit the most disadvantaged 
people and that build skills and confidence. To do more, we need you to get 
involved!

Fel ardal Cymunedau yn Gyntaf, rydym hefyd wedi cael arian ar gyfer 
Canolfan Integredig i Blant, offer cae chwarae, cysgodfannau bws, camerâu
