INFORMATION TO LOCAL EMPLOYERS ON BTEC TRAINING IN CONSTRUCTION

The 14 to 19 Pathways
Coleg Powys has, in partnership with a number of schools within the county of Powys, introduced the 14 to 19 Pathways initiative.  Pupils from Newtown High School, Ysgol Bro Dyfi, Llanidloes and John Beddoes High School will be following a BTEC programme leading to either a First Certificate or Diploma in Construction. The programme which is to be delivered over a two year period is made up of a number of Units.
To gain the First Certificate, which is the equivalent to 2 GCSEs graded A to C; the learners must achieve a minimum of a pass grade in the following units:

Core Units

· Introduction to the Construction Industry

· Exploring Health, Safety and Welfare in Construction

Optional 

· Exploring Carpentry and Joinery

· Exploring Trowel Operations

To gain the First Diploma, the equivalent to 4 GCSEs graded A to C; the learners must achieve a minimum of a pass grade in each of the following Units:

Core Units

· Introduction to the Construction Industry

· Exploring Health, Safety and Welfare in Construction

· Use of Science and Maths in Construction

Optional

· Exploring Carpentry and Joinery

· Exploring Trowel Operations

· Exploring Painting and Decorating.
Having achieved either the First Certificate or Diploma the learners will be in a strong position to apply to companies within the construction industry having gained an elementary knowledge of the theoretical and practical skills required within the disciplines listed.

Should they wish to continue their education to a higher level they would be in a position to apply to a college of FE to work towards a BTEC National Certificate or Diploma in Construction.
